¥ About the Orchesltra

Launched on 13th January 2006, the Malaysian Philharmonic Youth Orchestra
(MPYO) has already secured a reputation as one of the leading youth orchestras
in the Asia Pacific region. Featuring 105 musicians from across Malaysia as
‘the stage for young talent’ the MPYO performs a variety of great symphonic
music in one of the world’s greatest venues, Dewan Filharmonik PETRONAS,
located in the heart of the PETRONAS Twin Towers, Kuala Lumpur.

With an average age of 18 the MPYO will meet twice in 2012 at camps lasting
between seven to 21 days at which each musician will receive sectional coaching
from the members of the Malaysian Philharmonic Orchestra. The camps also
include opportunities for chamber music performance among other related
activities such as singing, dancing, or conducting workshops.

Under the direction of founding Principal Conductor and Artistic Advisor, Kevin
Field, the MPYO continues to grow from strength to strength and has toured
the Peninsular (2007 and 2010), Sabah and Sarawak (2008) and Singapore
(2009).
